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The Fisher Road business district is undergoing a series of significant improvements.  Earlier 

this summer, construction started on an all new $14 million Fresh Farms Market and Subway 

building.  DTE has just replaced the gas main with a high pressure capable system, and the City 

is completing work on replacing an old water main that was susceptible to leaks.   

The Farms Market building will extend to the corner of Maumee, replacing the vacant build-

ings that had been there. Just like The Village has undergone a transformation over the last 

several years, this quaint neighborhood business district is experiencing a significant up-

date.  But rather than just put back plain concrete where the water and gas mains were dug up, 

the City has been working on plans to improve the streetscape for the whole block, from the 

store fronts to the curb.  With the assistance of a $335,000 state grant, the next step would be  

to make the whole block more pedestrian friendly with decorative streetlights, with new land-

scaping at the curb buffering people from the street, with new benches, bike racks, and a safer 

mid-block crossing to Grosse Pointe South high school.   

The City has worked with the businesses and property owners over the last 18 months             

to develop these plans that retain the unique elements of each property while integrating        

the block with attractive new features.  See the illustrations below. For more details, check out 

the City website.

All empty containers and carts (rubbish, recycling & yard waste) must be  removed from the curbside by the evening of 

your regular collection day.     Thanks for your help! 

HOUSEHOLD RUBBISH COLLECTION 

Household rubbish shall be picked up once weekly at rear or side yard location providing there are no obstructions in driveway. Containers shall 

not exceed 32 gallons in size and/or 50 lbs.in weight  when loaded. Loose rubbish place in wheelbarrows or garden carts will not be picked up 

from either curbside or rear yard. Persons failing to comply with Grosse Pointe Refuse Collection Regulations shall be subject to warning & penal-

ty (fine) as established by City Council. A brown refuse cart (64 gallon) for curbside pickup, similar to the recycling cart used in the City, is   

available for purchase at $65 each. Please contact City Hall. 

Extra Trip Garbage and Yard Waste Pickup - $75.00 

If you wish for refuse and yard waste to be picked up on a day that is not your regular day, a $75 fee will be charged.  Examples are listed below: 

Residents moving in or out of the City who want a pickup on Thursday when their scheduled pickup is Monday, this fee will apply. 

Or, if you trim all your bushes over the weekend and wish to have a Monday pickup when Wednesday is the regular pickup day, this fee will  

apply.  

· The fee will be billed to the resident's next water bill.  Please note that the extra Move Out pickup fee MUST be paid 

in advance and/or paid at the time of the last water bill. 

 

If you have questions about any limitations on the type or amount of items that may require an extra pickup, please contact the Dept. of Public 

Works at 313-417-1188 to verify the pickup charge prior to placing the items at the curb and to schedule the pickup. 

Contractor's Debris 

Contractors (and residents employing same) are responsible for private removal of all commercial landscape, tree trimmings, and building       

materials. 
 

Metal Bulky Items 

Metal bulky items such as stoves, dryers, refrigerators and play apparatus shall be placed at the curb for pickup on Friday only.  Residents must 

call City Hall (885-5800) to request a metal item pickup prior to the Friday of the week the item will be discarded. There is a $50.00 charge per 

item for this service. The fee will be billed to the resident's next water bill. Items cannot be placed at the curb before 4:00 pm on Thursdays. 
 

Small Metal Items 
Any metal item that will fit into a 32 gallon trash can, not to exceed 50 pounds in weight or 4 feet length can be put at the curb on your regular 

trash day.  No fee is charged for these items. 
 

Non-metal Bulky Items 

All non-metal bulky items such as carpeting, furniture, mattresses, box springs, or televisions should be placed at the curb on your regular    

pickup day. 

 

Recycling 

All residences must have a recycling container.  Roll-out toters are available at City Hall for purchase.  See back page of this newsletter for     

recycling program details. 

Starting October 1 - The City of Grosse Pointe will begin bi-monthly utility billing.   

You can receive your utility bill electronically.  Use the link on the homepage of the 

City website www.grossepointecity.org to sign up. 
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City Services 

 YARD WASTE PICKUP 

When spring arrives (early April), separate yard waste from the rest of your rubbish. Yard waste such as 

grass clippings, plants, trimmings, soil, etc. shall be placed in plastic waste containers marked with ñYard 

Wasteò stickers. Stickers are available at City Hall. Place stickers on containers to be used for yard waste. 

Biodegradable brown paper bags may also be used for yard waste. Residents may purchase biodegradable 

bags at local hardware & lawn/garden stores.  

§ Both the plastic containers and the biodegradable bags shall not exceed 50 lbs. in weight or 32 gallons in size.  Yard waste will 

not be picked up in plastic bags. 

§ Please place yard waste at the curb prior to 7:30 a.m. on you respective rubbish collection day. Do not co-mingle your yard 

waste with household rubbish.   

§ Green yard waste toter carts (similar to the larger blue recycling carts) are available for purchase at $65 per cart.  Contact City 

Hall for more information on the yard waste carts. 

§ The use of mulching mower is encouraged since yard waste is minimized and beneficial lawn mulch is produced. 

§ $50.00 charge will apply for special pickup requests. 

Branches & Limbs 
All branches and limbs shall be neatly placed at curb on your regular rubbish day all facing the same direction (trunks toward 

curb). Limbs shall not exceed six (6) feet in length. Intertwined brush shall be bundled.  

Motor Oil & Used Batteries 
Residents may drop off used motor oil and batteries at the City's Public Works Department yard between                       

7:30 am - 4:00 pm. Monday through Friday. 

Fall Leaf Pickup 
Leaf pickup begins in autumn after substantial leaf drop begins (usually mid-October to early December).  During fall leaf 

pickup, please do not use yard waste containers. 

City Council Vacancy 

The Grosse Pointe City Council will be accepting applications from residents who would be interested in an appointment to the City Council. 

Per City Charter and Ordinances, the minimum qualifications for a Council Member can be summarized as follows: 

1.   Must be a qualified and registered voter in the City for at least three years prior to the date of taking office. 

2.   Not being in default to the City of Grosse Pointe.
