Dear Commissioners,

As requested, we have completed our review of the application for the above referenced property. In
the C-2, Central Business District, Permitted Uses less than 5,000 square feet in area are permitted by
right. Because the proposed use exceeds 5,000 square feet in area in the C-2 Zoning District, the
proposed use will require special approval.

The subject property is located at 17141 Kercheval (former Borders), and is zoned C-2, Central Business
District. The applicant is proposing to occupy the existing single story 19,000 sq, ft. space with a mix of
medical office and retail space. The medical office space will occupy 15,738 square feet and the retail
will occupy approximately 3,000 square feet within the front 34 feet.

Special Approval Review (Section 90-300)
Because the use exceeds 5,000 square feet in area in the C-2 Zoning District, the proposed use reguires
special approval, We evaluated the proposed use against the following special approval requirements;

a. In location, size and intensity of the principal and/or accessory operation, be compatible with
adjacent uses and zoning of land;

The proposed size of the medical office use creates substandard retail space along the City’s main
retail street. According to the Urban Land Institute (ULI) viable retail space needs to significantly
deeper than the 34 feet in the proposed configuration. The vast majority of spaces in the Villoge
franting on Kercheval are over 100 feet in depth.

b. Be consistent with and promote the intent and purpose of this division.
The intent of the C-2 district is to promote the development of walkable, retail oriented business
district. The configuration of the proposed use will adversely impact the ability to attract the desire

retail uses along the main retail street in The Villuge.

t. Be compatible with the natural environment and conserve natural resources and energy;
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We anticipate that the proposed use(s) will not have negative impacts on the natural environment.

Be consistent with existing and future capabilities of public services and facilities affected by the
proposed use.

According the parking study that was completed for this project, there is an eleven space difference
between the peak demand for the proposed medical office/retail use and the previous retail use of
the building. As a result, the applicant will be required to make a payment in lieu of parking based
on the rate of 59,000 per parking space for a total of 599,000.

Although the payment in lieu of parking will accommodate the peak parking demand for the
proposed use, the proposed use will have a greater negative impact on the existing parking system.
The increased amount of office space above what is permitted by the ordinance will place a
sustained burden on the parking system of 10 to 15 parking spaces a day.

Protect the public health, safety, and welfare as well as the social and economic well-being of those
who will use the land use or activity, residents, businesses and landowners immediately adjacent
and the city as the whole.

St. John's is o tax exempt entity. As @ result, the City and the Downtown Development Autharity
(DDA) would lose critical tax revenue. It is estimated that the City would lose 519,423 each yvear and
the DDA would lose 546,608 each yvear. We recommend that City Council make any approval subject
to a payment in lieu of tax agreement in the amount of 566,032 per year according to the attoched
agreement.

The proposed medical office use will bring @ beneficial mix of uses to the Village. Having office
workers and patients coming to the Village will definitely have a positive impact on the Village.
However, the proposed configuration will result in substandard retail space on the City’s main retail
street. This underutilization may result in higher turn-over rates, and marginal businesses. As a
result, we encourage the applicant to consider reconfiguring the space to comply with the City’s
ordinance and create viable retail opportunities on Kercheval.

Promote the use of land in a socially and economically desirable manner;

The substandard retail spaces proposed as o result of the configuration of the proposed medical
office use will detract from the retail concentration of the Village. According to ULl and other
industry sources, prime retailers are looking for 5,000 to 10,000 square feet of space. Sacrificing the
Village's prime retail frontage for substandard space will make it difficult to accommodate the prime
retailers and meet the retail demand for the community.

Mot be in conflict with convenient, safe and normal neighborhood vehicular and pedestrian traffic
routes, flows, intersections, and general character and intensity of neighborhood development.

The proposed use will not be in conflict with convenient, safe and normal neighborhood vehicular
and pedestrion traffic routes, flows, intersections, and general choracter and intensity of
neighborhood development.

Be of such a design and impact that the location and height of buildings, the location, nature and
height of walls, fences and the nature and extent of landscaping on the site shall not hinder or
discourage the appropriate development and use of adjacent land and buildings or impair the value
thereof,

While there are minimal exterior changes proposed to the building that would adversely impact the
adjacent uses, the creation of substandard retail spaces and the loss of valuable retail frontage will
have an adverse impact on the Village.

In the nature, location, size and site layout of the use, be a harmonious part of the district in which it
is situated taking into account, among other things, prevailing shopping habits, convenience of
access by prospective patrons, the physical and economic relationship of one type of use to another
and characteristic groupings of uses of said district.

The proposed configuration will result in substandard retail space. The result could be that this areq
in the Village will not have the same patronage as other areas in the village resulting in prolonged
vacancies, high turn-over rates, and a “dead” section along Kercheval,

In the location, size, intensity and site layout be such that operations will not be objectionable to
nearby dwellings, by reason of noise, fumes, glare or flash of lights.

The proposed use and its location, size, intensity and site layout will not be objectionable to nearby
dwellings by reason of noise, fumes, glare or flash af lights.

Recommendation

Per the Special Approval Review standards as found in Section 90-300, we find that the proposed use in
the configuration shown on the proposed plan will have negative impacts on the Village and recommend
the City Council deny the special approval reguest.

However, if the City Council decides to approve the request, any approval should be subject to the
following conditions:

The applicant enter into an agreement (attached) with the City to make annual payment in lieu of
taxes of 566,032 in 2013,

The applicant make the required $99,000 payment in lieu of parking based on the additional
demand of eleven spaces generated by the proposed medical office use.
